deaths. India is on course to-
wards achieving Target E of
the Sendai framework per-
taining to development of
plans and strategies by 2020,
he added. Shri Kiren Rijiju
said that on 7th May, 2017,
India had launched South
Asia Geostationary Commu-
nication Satellite with an aim
to support and improve com-
munication, weather fore-
casting, natural resource
mapping, disaster informa-
tion transfer etc. among the
South Asian countries, which
